
City of Toronto Act, 2006 Public Notice 
Response to GL29.21 Ensuring Accessibility and Equity for Toronto Taxi Drivers 

 
Toronto City Council will be considering recommendations to adopt amendments to 
City of Toronto Municipal Code Chapter 546, Licensing of Vehicles-for-Hire. 
 
It is proposed that the amendments be adopted at the City Council meeting to be held on May 
11-12, 2022, or at a subsequent meeting. If adopted by City Council, the amendments to City 
of Toronto Municipal Code Chapter 546, Licensing of Vehicles-for-Hire will: 
 

1. Establish a taxicab fuel surcharge of $1.00 per trip that will form part of the total 
Tariff paid by passengers, effective immediately upon the passing of the requisite 
Bills.
